o The offertory baskets will not be used during Mass, but instead baskets will be available at the exit doors where
you can drop your weekly contributions.

o Sacrament of Reconciliation will be administered on Thursdays from 6:00-6:45pm. Please follow social distancing
with the requirement of a mask.
