o The offertory baskets will not be used during Mass, but instead baskets will be available at the exit doors where
you can drop your weekly contributions. We appreciate everyone's cooperation with these efforts.

o Sacrament of Reconciliation will be administered on Thursdays from 6:00-6:45pm. Please follow social distancing
with the requirement of a mask.

o At this moment, all onsite faith formation, religious education and ministry events continue to be suspended. For a
considerable period of time, the remote-learning methods, which are currently offered by the DRE, will be in place.
